LPI is an innovative group and a world-wide leader in advanced optics
providing efficient solutions for the solid-state lighting and concentrated
photovoltaic solar marketplaces.

The company is also a world leader in the field of Solid State Lighting
and provides a one-stop source for design, prototyping, and
manufacturing in both fields of use.

LPI's applications are divided in three main groups:

• Solid State Lighting

LPI has developed many applications for the illumination field of use,
particularly in the Solid State Lighting area. For example: automotive
lamps (both headlights and signal functions), LED light bulbs, down
lights and wall washers, landscaping and architectural lighting, indoor
and outdoor illumination, street lighting, emergency lights, signage,
medical i l luminators, portable (mountaineering headlamps,
miners'headlamps, and firefighters' gear), torches, spot lamps and flash
lights.

• Concentration Photovoltaics (or CPV Solar)

LPI staff members have over fifty man-years of cumulative solar
experience and are world-leading technologists in the field of CPV. With
patents covering design methods in CPV such as the use of Fresnel
primary optics in combination with reflective and refractive secondary
optics resulting in concentrations of 300-600 suns. Moreover, LPI's
patents include numerous design architectures for High Concentration
Photovoltaics (HCPV) capable of concentrations between 600 and
2,000 suns. While concentration is important, our designs also perform
with high acceptance angles, allowing more relaxed optical manufacturing
requirements, easier factory assembly tolerances, and more economic
(looser) tracking technologies. In this field, LPI has achieved record-
breaking modules efficiencies, demonstrating the cost-competitiveness
of solar generated renewable energy.

• Other Applications

LPI has also explored solutions in other applications where advanced
concepts are compulsory. One example is in the field of short-throw
projection optics, where LPI first proved that efficient nonimaging devices
are compatible with the imaging constraints of wide angle projectors.
This fact opened a wide range of novel imaging applications to be used,
for instance, with multimedia and complex displays, condenser light
sources, special vision cameras and optical and/or wireless data
communications.

Through its Hong Kong subsidiary, LPI Precision Optics Ltd., LPI can
turn its designs into reality using world class mould and insert
fabrication technology. The facility houses 850 square meters of
high-precision equipment for optical testing and prototyping and
includes the latest in CNC fabrication machinery, such as a 5-axis
Moore Nanotech 350 FG diamond turning machine. The LPIPO team
includes several high-level specialists in optical fabrication technologies
for the production of macro, micro, and diffractive optics.

Our Know-How is contained in trade secrets, design methodology
and in more than 30 patents, such as: 2D SMS Optics, 3D SMS
optics with rotational asymmetry, TIR & TIR-R via SMS, Off-Axis TIRs,
Virtual Filaments, Optical Manifolds, Backlighting-LCD panels, front
and back illumination, BEF technology-Brightness enhancement for
displays, XR/ XX Solar, RGB mixing technology…

Once the customer request is received, technical specifications are reviewed in detail with design personnel
and a Statement of Work (SOW) is defined before launching the project. LPI's experienced team of optical
scientists will be matched to the task and the most  experienced members in the particular application will
be culled to work on the project. Progress reports will be provided on a timely basis and a final report of
the proposed design/s, together with the corresponding CAD files will be discussed with the customer.
If it is requested, the project proposal can also include the prototyping phase quotation which would include
tooling, number of samples requested and functional lab tests. These design and prototyping phases are
managed internally in the LPI group. Therefore, the customer maintains the same project leader during all
phases of the project, and the liaison with the customer's technical team can thereby guarantee that the
final manufactured product is sure to perform. LPI has in-house state-of-the-art 5-axes diamond turning
machines to achieve complex free-form shapes at the highest accuracy and surface quality levels achievable.
Plastic-injection and glass moulding are achieved by working closely with strategic partners expert in these
fields.

• Manufacturing

In order to provide an integrated solution, LPI is also offering the possibility to include a manufacturing phase
for mass production of optical parts, assembled or non-ssembled. One of LPI's strategic partners can also
design and manufacture a complete light engine to merge into the customer's final product. Quality Control
and Functional Testing results are periodically sent to the customer according to the schedule agreed to
for better control and process monitoring. The LPI group offers the most competitive and qualified manufacturing
centres for any application in the nonimaging or imaging fields of use.
